The police department patrolled 384, 136 miles of the 8.3 miles of incorporated limits and 
served an estimated population of 9, 323 citizens with a daytime surge total of 15,000 in 
2009. Officers answered 20,333 calls for service, investigated 550 motor vehicle accidents, 
and assisted 2, 533 motorists. In an effort to raise public awareness the police department 
began an aggressive campaign to inform the public of the laws governing driver 
responsibilities and safety. Additionally, the police department began an active 
enforcement campaign.
